Title III Program and Fiscal Update

2011–12 Awards

Sub-grantee awards for the 2011–12 fiscal year (FY) Limited English Proficient (LEP) and Immigrant Education Student Sub-grant Programs have been determined. The per-pupil amounts for the LEP and Immigrant Student Sub-grant Programs are $111.15 and $100 respectively. LEAs received notification of award amounts via e-mail in late September and early October.

LEAs receiving Immigrant Education Student Sub-grant funding received notification via e-mail of private schools within their geographic jurisdiction requesting to receive services for their immigrant students during FY 2011–12. A memorandum of understanding should have been completed by October 31, 2011, for any participating private schools.

LEAs who failed their maintenance of effort (MOE) requirement were notified via e-mail in late September and early October. Sub-grantee amounts have been reduced accordingly. The MOE requirement is established in Section 9521 of the ESEA, and is further defined in regulation under Title 34 of the Code of Federal Regulations, Part 299, Subpart D, Section 299.5. The regulation provides that an LEA may receive its full allocation of ESEA funds for covered programs for a particular fiscal year only if the State Educational Agency (SEA) finds that the LEA’s expenditures for public education paid from state and local funds for the preceding fiscal year, in the aggregate or on a per-pupil basis, are not less than 90 percent of the expenditures for the second preceding fiscal year. If an LEA fails the requirement, the SEA will reduce the LEAs allocations in the exact proportion by which the expenditures are below the 90 percent level, using the ratio that is most favorable to the LEA. 

The CDE annually verifies MOE compliance by using the Standardized Account Code Structure expenditure and other fiscal data submitted by LEAs to the CDE pursuant to California Education Code, Section 42100. To verify compliance applicable to 2011–12 allocations, the CDE compared MOE expenditures for 2009–10 with those for 2008–09 in the aggregate, and on a per-pupil basis. Definition of Immigrant Students

According to the ESEA, Section 3301(6), immigrant children and youth are individuals who:

(A) Are aged three through 21; 

(B) Were not born in any State; and 

(C) Have not been attending one or more schools in any one or more States for more than three full 

      academic years.

According to ESEA, Section 3301(14), “State” is defined as the 50 states, the District of Columbia, and the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico.

Year 2 and Year 4 Accountability Requirements and Technical Assistance
Title III of the ESEA provides supplemental funding to LEAs and consortia to implement programs designed to help ELs and immigrant students attain English proficiency and meet the state’s academic and content standards.

Title III also requires states to hold LEAs and Consortia accountable for meeting Annual Measurable Achievement Objectives (AMAOs) as a condition of funding. LEAs are accountable for meeting the following three AMAO targets: 

· AMAO 1: Annual progress in learning English

· AMAO 2: Progress in attaining English-language proficiency

· AMAO 3: Meeting Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) requirements for the EL subgroup at the LEA or    Consortia level. 

The CDE prepares annual Title III Accountability Reports for each direct-funded LEA or consortium receiving Title III funds. The results for all consortium members are aggregated up to the consortium level. 
Consequences of Not Meeting Annual Measureable Achievement Objectives
If a Title III LEA or consortia does not meet any one or more of the three AMAOs in any year, it must: inform the parents of all ELs in the LEA or the consortia as a whole, that the AMAOs have not been met. This notification should be provided within 30 days of the public release of the Title III Accountability reports. A sample parent notification letter is available in English, Spanish, and other languages on the CDE Title III Accountability Requirements 2011 Web page at http://www.cde.ca.gov/sp/el/t3/t3amaotargets11.asp. 
If a Title III-funded LEA or consortium does not meet one or more of the three AMAOs for two (2009–10, and 2010–11) or four consecutive years (2007–08, 2008–09, 2009–10, and 2010–11), it must also develop 
a Title III Plan that begins with a comprehensive needs assessment, establishes goals and specifies a set of research based strategies, activities and tasks to address needs identified through the needs assessment. 

For LEAs in the second year of not meeting AMAOs, this plan should effectively support the LEA to meet the AMAO targets in the future. LEAs in the fourth year of not meeting AMAOs will ensure that this plan describes a full revision of their curriculum, program, and method of instruction for ELs in order to better ensure the LEA achieves AMAO targets.

LEAs or consortia that were identified as not meeting any one or more of the three AMAOs were notified by the CDE of further action that needs to be taken on a letter dated September 23, 2011.

Appeals Process
Submitting an appeal does not relieve LEAs or consortia leads of the obligation to notify parents within 30 calendar days of the public release of the Title III Accountability Reports or to take other actions. 

If a Title III LEA or consortium believes that there has been a calculation error in the computation of AMAOs 1 and 2, they should contact the CDE Evaluation, Research, and Analysis Office of the Analysis, Measurement, and Accountability Reporting Division regarding an appeal. Technical Assistance and the County Office of Education Regional Leads

Organizational Realignment and Institutional Development

The CDE recently began a realignment process to accomplish its mission of providing a world-class education for every student in California. Key steps in the process to create a more streamlined and integrated system of education supports for our ELs included the creation of an English Learner Support Division (ELSD) and an EL Integrated Action Team. The ELSD will include the Language Policy and Leadership Office and the Migrant Education Office and will be under the leadership of Deputy Superintendent Lupita Cortez Alcalá in the Instruction and Learning Support Branch. The creation of the EL Integrated Action Team is an effort to further collaboration of work across CDE branches to improve internal processes within the CDE in order to better support LEAs in meeting the needs of ELs.
To carry out this realignment and institutional development effort within its existing budget, the CDE redirected the staff and resources of some offices, including the English Learner Accountability unit, which was responsible for EL compliance monitor reviews. The LPLO is now responsible for performing EL compliance monitoring reviews and has been joined by new staff from the ELAU that are continuing to conduct compliance reviews. Thus, LPLO is pleased to introduce five new staff members. New Education Programs Consultants include, Deborah Busch, Mark Klinesteker, Sonia Petrozello, and Chimeng Yang. Each have many years of experience working directly with ELs in schools and compliance monitoring on behalf of the CDE. We are also pleased to introduce Will Lee, Associate Governmental Program Analyst. Will has many years of experience working in EL program offices within the CDE.
